The OW2 Board has approved the launch of the OW2 Europe Local Chapter during the quarterly
meeting held in May 2008.

• Take part in forums, events, exhibitions in Europe,
• Organize local events,
• Provide information to potential OW2 new members.

Another critical  objective for OW2 Europe Local Chapter consists to foster the creation of viable
ecosystems around OW2 code base and activities. Therefore OW2 Europe Local Chapter will:

• Foster links with European OSS communities,
• Gather  and  disseminate  information  on  European  Commission  Framework  Program

projects , on European Technology Platform such as NESSI (OW2 is a partner of NESSI)
and on other EU projects,

• Select and analyze funding instruments relevant for OW2 members to fuel the research
topics initiatives and new projects proposal,  

• Provide support to OW2 members to establish synergies with EU and European nations
such as FP7 or Call for Projects from System@tic.

We are calling for volunteers to join the OW2 Europe Local Chapter and help OW2 Europe Local
Chapter Team to achieve these objectives and finally to empower OW2 in Europe.
